MEMORANDUM OF ASSOCIATION
OF

CHILHAM'S FUTURE DELIVERY BOARD LIMITED

The name of the Chanty is Chitham’s Future Delivery Board Limited {(and

in this document 1s called “the Charity”).

The registered office of the Charity will be situated in England.

The objects for which the Charity is registered are:

(a) to promote, for public benefit, sustainable urban and rural
regeneration in the electoral ward of Chilham n particular that part of
Chilham known as Chitham village square and its environs by all or any
of the following means;

{b) the maintenance, improvement or provision of public amenities
including (without hmitation) the cleaning repair and enhancement of
streets and street furniture and any public buildings or facilities and the

provision and maintenance of public open spaces and landscaping;

(c) the preservation care and/or enhancement of buildings or sites of
historic or architectural importance; including suitable use of and public
access to hentage assets

(d) the protection and/or conservation of the environment;

(e) the provision and/or promotion of sustain
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for public benefit;

(f)  the promotion of recreational opportunities for the public at large
and/or those who, by reasons of their youth, age, infirmity or
disablement, poverty or social or economic circumstances, have need of

such facilities;

(9) the creation of traimng and employment opportunities by
encouraging 1nward investment, diversification and improved

infrastructure;

(h) the relief of unemployment in such ways as may be thought fit,
including assistance to find employment; the advancement of education,
training or retraining particularly among unemployed peaople;

(i) the provision of financial assistance, technical , or business advice
or consultancy, either directly or by referral to appropriate agencies, in
order to provide training and employment opportunities for unemployed
people in cases of financial or other charitable need through help (2) In

setting up their own husiness, or (b) to existing businesses;

(j) the promotion of public safety and prevention of crime;

(k) to benefit and improve the quality of life of people living in the
area of benefit;

() the relief of poverty in such ways as may be thought fit; and

{(m) such other cbjects and purposes as are exclusively charitable under

the law of england and wales.

4. (1) In addition to any other powers it may have, the Charity has the following
powers in order to further the Objects (but not for any other purpose):



(h) to:
(i)deposit or invest funds;

(1) employ a professional fund-manager; and

(m) arrange for the investments or other property of the Charity
to be held in the name of a nominee;
in the same manner and subject to the same conditions as the

Trustees of a trust are permitted to do by the Trustee Act 2000,

(i) to provide indemnity insurance for the Directors or any other
officer of the Chanty in relation to any such hability as is
mentioned in subclause (2) of this clause, but subject to the
restrictions specified in subclause (3) of the clause;

(3) to pay out of the funds of the Charity the costs of forming and
registering the Charity both as a company and as a Chanty;

(k) to commission, present, promote, organise, provide, manage and
produce such events, occaslons or activities as are conducive to the
promotion, maintenance, advancement of education or the
encouragement of the subjects directly connected with the objects of
the Charity;

(N to enter into agreements and engagements with experts,
photographers, consultants, craftsman, lecturers, teachers, writers and
to remunerate such persons by salaries or fees;

{m) to co-operate with manufacturers, dealers, traders, the press and
other sources of publicity for the purpose of promoting the objects of
the Charity;

(n) to procure, to be written, and print and publish, 1ssue, circulate or
otherwise disseminate and communicate {gratuitously or otherwise)

ibrary, visual and aural educational material including reports and




periodicals, books, pamphlets and other literature;

(0) to promote, encourage or undertake technological or other
research into subjects directly connected with the objects of the
Charityand disseminate the useful results of such research;

(p) to insure any risk arising from the charities activities;

(q) to purchase acquire and obtain interests in the copyright of, or
the right to publish, show, or perform any material which can be used
or adapted for the objects of the Chanty;

{r) to co-operate with other chanties, voluntary bodies and statutory
authorities operating in furtherance of the Objects or similar chantable
purposes and to exchange information and advice with them and to
undertake any of their business which 15 1n accordance with the

Objects or similar chantable purposes;

(s) to draw, make, endorse, discount, execute and Issue promissory
notes, bills, cheques and other Instruments and to operate bank
accounts In the name of the Charity;

t) subject to any constraints by law to raise funds and borrow
monies, invite and receive contributions from anyone through

subscriptions or in any other way;

{(u) to invest any money that the Charity does not immediately need
In any investments, securities, or properties;

(v) te carry on trade insofar as either the trade is exercised in the
course of actual carrying out of a pnmary object of the Charity, or the
trade 15 temporary and ancillary to the carrying out of the Charity’s
Objects;

(w) to establish, promote and otherwise assist any limited Charity or




companies or the purpose of acquiring any property and of furthering
in any lawful way the Objects of the Chanty through trading and to
establish the same, either as a wholly owned subsidiaries of the
Charity, or jointly with other persons, companies, government
departments, or local authorties, and finance the same If the trustees
see fit by way of secured loan or share subscription on commercial
terms provided that the Charity shall seek professional legal advice

before financing such companies;

{(x) to pay out of the funds of the Charnty the costs of forming and
registration of the Charity;

(v) to do all such other lawful things as are necessary for the
achievement of the Objects.

(2) The liabilities referred to in sub-clause (1)(1) are:

(a) any liability that by virtue of any rule of law would otherwise
attach to a director of a company In respect of any negligence,
default breach of duty or breach of trust of which he or she may
be guilty Iin relation to the Charity;

(b) the liability to make a contribution to the Charity's assets as
specified in section 214 of the Insolvency Act 1986 (wrongful
trading).

(3) (a) The following liabilities are excluded from sub-clause (2)(a):

(1)fines;

(ii) costs of unsuccessfully defending cnminal prosecutions for
offences arising out of the fraud, dishonesty or wilful or

reckless misconduct of the Director or other officer;

(in) liabihties to the Charity that result from conduct that the

Director or other officer knew or must be assumed to have




known was not in the best interests of the Charity or about
which the person concerned did not care whether it was in
the best interests of the Charity or not.

(b) There is excluded from sub-clause 2(b) any liability to make such
a contnbution where the basis of the Director's liability I1s his or
her knowledge prior to the insolvent liguidation of the Charity
(or reckless failure to acquire that knowledge) that there was no
reasonable prospect that the Chanty would avoid going into
insolvent liguidation.

5. (1) The income and property of the Charity shall be appled solely
towards the promotion of the Objects.

(2) (a) A Director 1s entitled to be reimbursed from the property of the
Charity or may pay out of such property reasonable expenses
properly incurred by him or her when acting on behalf of the
Charity.

(b) Subject to the restrictions in sub-clauses 4(2) and 4(3), a
Director may benefit from Trustee indemnity insurance cover
purchased at the Charity's expense.

(c) A Director may receive an indemnity from the Chanty in the
circumstances specified in Article 49.

(3) None of the income or property of the Charity may be paid or
transferred directly or indirectty by way of dividend bonus or
otherwise by way of profit to any member of the Charity. This does

not prevent a member who i1s not also a Director receiving:

(a) a benefit from the Charity in the capacity of a beneficiary of the
Charity;

(b) reasonable and proper remuneration for any goods or services
